COURSE OBJECTIVES: This course offers a survey of twentieth- and twenty-first century writings
from around the world. Its aim is not to discuss contemporary global literatures in their totality; instead,
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this course is designed to allow us to perceive the richness and variety of international writing. At the
same time, we will learn how literature makes connections across geographical, cultural, and historical
distances.

COURSE SCHEDULE/TENTATIVE TIMELINE:

Week 1: Introduction to the course

Weeks 2-5: Early 20™-century literature: modernity, absurdity, and alienation

Weeks 6-10: Mid-century writing: history, memory, postcolonialism

Weeks 11-15: The late 20" century and beyond: postmodernism, diaspora, globalization
