Course Description and Objectives:

French 0130 is the second part of a beginner’s course and French 0120 or equivalent is
required. French 0120 and 0130 are equivalent to French 10, 20 and 30 with the Alberta
high school curriculum. The three course high school program is condensed into two
intense college courses. This course will cover more detailed grammatical patterns,
including verb tenses and their uses. Aural/oral skills will continue to develop through
increased use of French in class and laboratory practice.

Course expectations
